According to the 1920 Sanborn map, a U-shaped dwelling with a
wrap—arcound porch originally stood on this site. The stucco
dwelling had a wood shingle roof and a garage located at the rear
of the lot. The house was removed in July, 1978, The present
three stary apartment building was constructed in 1928. The
extericr of this building has not been significantly altered
since then.

In July, 1928, the Hill County Demccrat repcrted that the
building permit for the Holland Apartments had just beern issued
by the City Engireer’'s office.

Buttrey Company.

In 1929, Odia and Mary Sheldon had purchased the house fraom
Buttrey, who had mcved to a rew home on Secand Avenue (see 531
Second Averue). Sheldaon was employed as a Conductor for the
Great Northerrn Railway.

In 1935, Heldon was issued a building permit to add an addition
to the house. William Shepard was contracted for the job which
cost $1,000. This is, apparently, whern the house was converted
into an apartment building.

The 1920 Sanborn map shows this as an irregular U-shaped dwelling
with tile roof and a two story tower on the northwest facade.
There was an open asphalt rocfed porch on the facade and garages
and apartments located in the carriage house at the rear of the
lot. The carriage house had a metal rcof and the apartment was
vacant in 1920. By 1933, a bay had been added ta the morth wall
Jjust behind the tower (probably added betweern 1320 and 1923).
There were no aother significant exterior alterations.

Rcecording to the water record, C.W. "Shorty" Young was the
original owner of the house. Perhaps Havre's most notorious
businessman, Sharty Young has been called the "Vice King of
Havre" in several accounts of the city’s histary. After his
arrival in Havre in 1894, Young cwrned and cperated the Montana
Concert Hall--the Honky tork and the Mint Bar. He was alsc
invelved in prostitution and gambling in the city. In many
respects, Yourng was Havre's red light district since he owned the
district’s most important and prominent establishment on Havre's
westside., Once Frohibition was declared in 1919, he was alsa
invelved in bootlegging and was the target of numercus raids by
local and federal authorities. Young was also a member of the
Elks and Eagles sccieties and was an urwanted member of the Havre
masonic lodge. He alsc served on the Havre city council just
after the turn of the century. Nearly destitute, Young died in .
1944,

Located on property once used as corrals by Simon FPepin, the
house's design is based on the design of a Spanish villa near
Pasadena, California. When Young’s house was built, it was the
shawcase of Havre. The main rocoms of the house all contained
leaded glass doors and Japanese rice cloth wall coverings. Artist
Thoergood Rorme decorated the ceilings with sceres of ducks in
flight, with cak leaf borders and metal etched hcorseless
carriages. The fireplace tiles came from Italy. The tower on the
facade had a concrete flcor and was used as a conservatary by
Young's wives and boarders.

The carriage house at the rear of the lat alsc contained an
apartment, hay loft and storage for autcmcbile, buggy and horses.

In 1915, a student named Thomas Corley and Carrie Romerer, a
domestic, were alsc listed as tenants of the hcuse.

By 1929, Dr. Joseph and Gecrgiana Almas were cwners of the

house. Almas was a gerneral physician at the Havre Clinic. Almas
was alsc one of the directors of the Home Builders Investment
Company. Almas was Havre's first doctor, arriving in the city in
1892. He died in 1335.

In 1345, Georgiana Almas was issued a building permit tao repair

Bentzin was a Master Carpernter for
the Great Northerr Railway. In additicon, to his job with the
Great Northerrn, Bertziw, along with L.K. Devlir, cwned and
operated a store quarry 2 1/2 miles SW of Havre. The quarry,
which employed forty mern, furnished ballast for the Great
Narthern's tracks. In May, 1911, Bertzin and his family moved to
Breckirnidge where he again was emplayed by the GN as a master
carpenter.  Berntzin, James Rait and Charles Beese are alsa
listed as residing irn this house in 1303. Heese was employed as
a Brakemari for the Great BMortherrn Railway.

By 1915, apparerntly, the haouse was used for rental purposes as
‘there were four pecple living at that address: Robert J. Farks,
Martin E. Foley, Vera B. McKenzie and William B. Sams. Parks and
Foley worked for the Great Northern Railway; McKenzie was a
teacher at Devlin Elemertary School and Sams was a clerk for the
U.S. Land Office.

Ir 1929, Joseph and Vernita Harmon lived in the house. Harmon was
a pianc tuner.

In 1946 and 1949, cwrer Fred A. Mallon was issued building
permits to remcdel the house. 0Ore permit (1346) was to remadel
the frame for an apartmert (to take advartage of the WWII
veterans going to cocllege on the G.I. Bill) for $350. The cther
was for the additiorn of more living space to the main unit for
$200.
