According to the present cwrer, Joce Cech, Mr. Gaoligaski, like
himself, was a Polish immigrarnt who was working for the Great
Northern in Wiscaorsirn, when word got arcund that there were good
ard higher-paying positicrns working on the Hi-Line. Mr. Goligaski
was one of the first of marny Folish immigrants who moved to Havre
from Wisconsin in crder to get a goocd job working for the Great
Northerr Railway.

"My back became lame and it ached constantly
cver my kidrneys. A friend told me to get Dcan's Fills and it
took anly a few boxes to cure me completely of the discrder.”

Additiornal residents then
included RAlex McKenty, a student, Ccrrine McKenty, a student,
Edward McKerty, a student, Harry McKenty, arn electrician, and
Veranica McKenty, a sterncgrapher.

lLeft-side half-width porch (riow window-ernclosed) contains primary
ertry. Ertry is accessed via small flight of wocder steps with
low wooden side-rails. Porch windows are 1/1 fixed wood sash
type. The porch is flanked by larger cottage wirdows.

The site is raised slightly from that of the street.

Rall #29 Frame #18A

Asscciated structure: Large detached 2-bay wocd-frame garage
built in 1930. Situated at rear (E) of lct. Faces east with
access via rear service alley. Hip roof (riow asphalt shingled)
with exposed rafters in copern eaves. Stucca exterior. Each of the
twa garage bays has a 3-leaf sliding-track woodern door with its
upper lights row boarded cver. Side (N) secaondary entry. This
building is scmewhat detericrated, but retains mast of its
ariginal styling details and integrity and wcould contribute
architecturally to the praoposed historie district. The ariginal
building permit, dated 1930, shaws that Charles C. Harper was
contracted to the wark for a total estimated cost of $525. 00.
Lauise C. Trump was the cwrer at that point.

Historical Informatiorn:

According to the 1915 Fertorn Directory Errest F. and Louise

Trump were living at this address. The earliest sewer reccrd is
dated 1317 ard the earliest water record is dated 1921. A smaller
structure thern is there rnow is depicted an the 1920 Sanborn Map.

A buildirg permit dated 1835 indicates that the mzain house was
greatly enlarged ta the east in 1935 and that $800.00 worth of
work was performed by Christ Fuglevand. The building permit is
not specific, but a comparison of the 1920 and 1939 Sanborn Maps
indicates the work included a large additicn on the rear (E)
facade and the addition of an ernclased front porch that now
contains the primary entry. Asphalt-rocofing was alsc probably
added at this juncture.

Mrs. Trump was the proprietor of a commercial cperation called
Havre Greerhcuse. The 1320 Sanborn alsc depicts a long greerhause
structure with a east-west axis cccupying the site where 815
Sixth Avenue is now. It was probably torn down shortly before 815
Sixth Averue was constructed in 1355.

This building is rather plain and vernacular and has undergone
additional modifications more recently then those menticoned
abave, such as window rencvaticons. Despite the alterations,
hawever, the building still retains enough of its historic
fabric, criginal configuration and distinctive features to
qualify for inclusicn in the proposed historic district.

Significance:

This building maintains a high level of architectural integrity
and would strongly contribute to the proposed historic district.
It would qualify for the Naticnal Register under criteria C as an
example of a craftsman residence built in Havre during the pericd
of its greatest econcmic and demcgraphic expansicen from 1313 to
1917.

Large cottage windows with leaded lozeriged toplights flank the
main entry. Side (N & 8) windows are mostly 1/1 double-hung with
woed sash. Thase orn the scuth side have aluminum awnings.
Basemert windoaws are three-light wood casement type.

Rear entry contained within almost-full-width gabled porch with
no windows. '

C. 1330 attached garage built off of N.W. correr of main
structure. Shed rcof. Although added later, the garage has a
similar stucco treatmert ta that of the main block, indicating
that the same builder might have beern employed. Plain woad trim
arn the corrers and along the top of the garage bay. Sirgle-leaf
wooders averhead docr with two eye-level lights. Faces east with
concrete driveway leading to Sixth Averue.

Assaciated structure: C. 1350 detached single-bay wood—frame
garage situated tcocwards the rear (W) of the lot. Faces west with
access via rear service alley. Asphalt-shirngled rcof. Asbesteos
shingle extericor. Extra wide single-leaf wacder door. Side (N)
entry. 6-light wacd casemerit on riorth side. This structure has
lost most of its integrity and would not contribute to the
proposed historic district.

Historical Informaticr:

The earliest water record ivdicates that this house was built in
1922 and criginally cwrned by F. Brainerd. The uriusually rough
texture of the stucco finish is typical of cther hames that were
built by William Shephard alcng Sixth Averue, ard it seems
prabably that he was respansible far the construction of this as
well.

Rccording to the In 1929 Folk Directory, Ellsworth M. and
Lerraine B, Burke lived and cwred this house. Ellsworth Burke was
a physician whase office was on the secord floor of the Masonic
Temple Building on Third Avernue.

The structure is in a pocr and
detericrating condition. It would rnot contribute to the proposed
historic district and would not qualify fer National Register
status.

Historical Ivifocrmaticon:

Accarding to the earliest water record this house was standing by
13913. According to the 1915 Ferntor Directory this hause was cwned
and lived in by Oscar and Emma Wermarnger. Mr. Wermarnger was a
clerk at A.J. Broadwater Coc. Store. The hcuse was scld in Sept.



1921 to Wilbur F. and Lillian W. Templetocrn. Mr. Templetorn was an
ostecpathic physician. In October, 1326 the house was saold tc
Knute and Ingeling Kjorli. Mr. Kjorli was a laborer for the City
of Havre, who, according to the 1329 Folk Directory, was living
there with his wife Irngeborg. They continued to live there up
until 1944,

Integrity:

A large addition on the side (N) facade, built scmetime between
1920 and 1939, detracts scmewhat fram the buildirgs integrity.
The building as a whole does, however, retains much of its
criginal historic fabric (narrcw-reveal clapbocard siding) and
some of its stylistic features and details (exposed rafters in
the cpern eaves and plain wcod brackets alcrmg the pables) that are
typical of the Craftsman style.

Significarnce:

This building would qualify for the Naticnal Register under
criteria C as a contributing element within the proposed historic
district.

Asscciated structure: Large detached single-bay wood—frame garage
situated towards the rear (W) of the property. Faces west with
access via rear service alley. Asphalt-shirgle rcof. Synthetic
siding. Fiberglass ralling cverhead door. This structure is tco
riew to be a cortributing structure to the proposed historic
district and would qualify for Natiornal Register status.

Historical Informaticr:

The earliest water and sewer records indicate that this hcuse was
canstructed in 1917 and originally cwred by A.F. Killslee. No
ather background informaticon on Mr. Killslee has beern urcovered.

A building permit dated 1928 shaws that the porch was glassed-in
by Christ Fuglevand for a total estimated cost of $350.00, while
Roscoce Oglesby is listed as cwner.

According ta the 1323 Polk Directary this house was cwrned and
lived in by Roscce and Arma 5. Oglesby. Rascce was the
boilermaker foremar for the Great Nerthern railway at the time.
Alsa residing there was Arnie Oglesby, widow of Samuel G. She was
'probably Rascoe’ s mother.

Iri 1915 Mr. Oglesby was listed cnly as a boilermaker and was
bcarding at 1234 Third Street. In 1903 he was again listed as a
bcilermaker but bocarded with Arnie Oglesby crie mile scutheast of
Havre. Arnie Oglesby was listed as the head of household. Living
with them was Ward Oglesby, a machirnist for the Great Northern
Railway.

The site is raised slightly from that of the street.

Rall #23 Frame #20A

Asscciated structure: Detached single-bay wood-frame garage
situated at rear (E) of lct. Fresently faces east with access via
rear service alley, but appears tc have criginally faced west
with access via Sixth Averiuwe. Shed rcocf with parapet wall along
cornice on the west, north and scuth. The garage naw has a
single—-leaf woocden overhead door on its east side.

Because of roof orientaticn this structure seems to have
ariginally beer ariented to the west. This thern indicates that a
driveway from Sixth Averue rarn along the rorth edge of the
praperty through where 825 Sixth Averive now stands, and that the
construction of 825 Sixth Avernue is contemporary with the
garage’s remcdeling.

The garage does appear on the 1920 Sarborn and does retain its
ariginal architectural integrity and historic character and would

contribute to the proposed historic district.

Historical Information:

The earliest water record indicates that the house was built in



1914 and was originally cwned by James Sherry.

According to the 1915 Fenton Directory this house was cwned and
lived in by James and Malvine Sherry. James Sherry was a
professicnal contractor and builder, and it seems more than
likely that he would have been responsible for its constructicon.
In 1928 the house was scld by Sherry to Charles and Eertha I.
Syverud, who lived there until 1930. Mr. Syverud was an engineer
for the Great Northerrn Railway.

Rall #2393 Frame #23R

Assaciated structure: (B35 1/2 Sixth Avernue.) Single-stary, 2 x 1
bay, stucco-aver-woocd-frame residence situated at rear (E) of lot
and criented perpendicular to the main house. Gable roof parallel
ta Ninth Street. Exposed rafters in cpern eaves (E & W). Central
primary ertry arn main (5) facade flarnked by 1/1 double-hung
windows with wood sash. Concrete foundaticn. This house does not
appear ori the 1939 Sarborvn Map and seems ta have beern built c.
1950. Because this building was constructed so recently it would
not qualify for the Mational Register and would not contribute to
the proaposed histocric district.

Historical Informaticon:

The earliest water arnd sewer records indicate that this hause was
canstructed in 1915 arnd was crigivally cwrned by Thomas Laobb.



These two lots were scld to Thomas and Stella Labb unimproved in
May of 1915 for $600. In Octcber of the same year the same lats
were sald to the Chris Fuglevand, Ber Habeger and Ed Sundberg,
three partrers in a constructicn and contracting business. This
seems to indicate that they were principally invalved in the
building’s constructicn. The lot was rescld to the Lobbs in
February, 1918. The hcuse that now cccupies these lots was
probably built at this time by the contracting firm of Fuglevanrd,
Habeger and Surdberg. According to the 1915 Fernton Directory
Thomas Lobb was a machinist for the Great Northern Railway.

As of 1929, the hcuse was lived in by Emcry and Nelle Smith,
while the Labbs still cwred it. Mr. Smith was a clerk for the
Great Northern Railway.

The hcouse was sald to Amcs and Mary Crawford in 1331, A 1931
building permit shows that John Fuhrmarn was carntracted by Amas
Crawford tc build a garage and add a porch for a total estimated
cost of $300.00.

A second building permit indicates that PAmcs Crawford had a rew
garage built for a total estimated cost of $175.00. The name of
the builder is ncot listed.

A third building permit dated 1948 shows that Genabell Brevik,
cwrer at that point, hired a builder by the name of
Christofferson toa "remcdel and add on the existing building” for
a total estimated cost of $1000.00. This is probably the paint
wher the porch was ernclosed and the entirety cavered with stuccc.
